I. Josiah heard the words of the Book.

A. It was for learning and had to be read.

· Deut. 31:9-13


B. This is the same for the Bible.

· 2 Tim. 3:16-17

· Rom. 15:4

· 1 Tim. 4:13 (1-5 warning of apostasy, 6-11 instruct and command and teach, 13 read the scripture)

· Acts 17:11 (Bereans)

II. Josiah was sorrowful.

Tore his clothes (a sign of grief)

A. He wasn't sorry they were found out wrong.

· 2 Cor. 7:10 “the sorrow of the world produces death.” 


B. He wasn't sorry he/they had to change.

· Mark 10:17-22 (Rich young ruler.)


C. He had godly sorrow. 

· 2 Cor. 7:9-11

· Led to repentance...

III. Josiah made a change.

2 Kings 23:1-3 – He was receptive to the truth. Change of mind.

A. He made a covenant.

· 2 Kings 23:3


B. He took action (v. 4-25)

· Burned the articles made for the idols (v. 4).

· Removed the idolatrous priests (v. 5).

· Burned the wooden image (v. 6).

· Tore down the ritual booths (v. 7).

· Broke down the high places (v. 8).

· Kept the passover (v. 21).

· Etc...

IV. What are we going to do?


A. We have the Word of God!

· Acts 17:30-31

· Matt. 7:13-14 (People see what God expects of us and are too stubborn to change.)
