Introduction

· Transcendent - going beyond ordinary limits; surpassing; exceeding. Superior or supreme.

· God is like no other. He can’t be compared to anything. 
· He is perfect in every way.

I. God is THE Creator
A. Made all we see. Isa 45:18  “For thus says the LORD, Who created the heavens, Who is God, Who formed the earth and made it, Who has established it, Who did not create it in vain, Who formed it to be inhabited: 'I am the LORD, and there is no other.'”

· First day. (Heavens, Earth, Light, Darkness) 1-5
· Second day. (Firmament, Heaven) 6-8
· Third day. (Dry land, Seas, Plants) 9-13
· Fourth day. (Sun, Moon, Stars) 14-19

· Sixth day. (land animals, Man) 24-31
· Seventh day. (rested) 2:1-2
B. God Does Not Need Anything (Acts 17:25)

· Life/Breath. Gen 2:7 “And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being.”

· All things. Matt. 6:25-33; Eph. 1:3 “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.” 

II. God is triumphant over other gods.
A. 1 Kings 18:20-40 (Elijah on Mt. Carmel)

· “How long will you falter between two gods?” prepare sacrifice, call on god… 20-24 
· Called morning till noon and nothing happened.
· Elijah mocked them v. 27
· Cut themselves v. 28
· Elijah’s turn (READ 1 Kings 18:30-40)
B. Because he is self-existent.

· Rev. 1:8
· Idols are not
· Isaiah 40:18-26 (Ref.)
· Exodus 32:1-4 (Moses on Mt. Sinai, people waiting) (READ)
