This is a Faithful Saying...
Introduction

· Bible is filled with faithful sayings. (sayings we can trust)

· We can apply what the Bible teaches to our life and trust it to lead us in the right direction.

· (2 Tim. 3: 16, 17) We can trust the scriptures because they are inspired by God.

· Lets look at some scriptures in the new testament that are specifically categorized as “faithful sayings”.

I. 1 Tim. 1: 15 (Christ came to save sinners)

A. Paul is talking about himself. (Acts 26: 9-11)

B. All have sinned. (Rom. 3: 23)

· We can't say we haven't sinned.(1 John 1: 8, 10)
C. God loved us so He sent his son. (John 3: 16)

· (v. 17-18) Not to condemn but to save. 
· (John 15: 13)”13 Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends.”   → (1 John 3: 16) Jesus laid His life down for us. “16 By this we know love, because He laid down His life for us. And we also ought to lay down our lives for the brethren.”

· (1 Pet. 2: 21-25) He bore our sins so we could live for righteousness.

II. 2 Tim. 2: 11-13

A. We die with Him (baptism) so we can live with him. (v. 11)


- (Rom. 6: 1-11) Buried with him through baptism into death.

B. Endure, so we can reign with Him (v. 12)

· (Romans 8: 16, 17) Joint heirs with Christ. (Rev. 2:10-11)
· (James 1: 12) Endure temptation. “12 Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those who love Him.”

C. We deny Him, He will deny us. (v. 12)

· (Rom. 10: 9) Confess Him you will be saved. “9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved.”

· (Matt. 10: 32-33) Deny Him, He will deny you. 
D. We are faithless, He remains faithful. (v. 13)

· He will always be righteous. He is a safety net for us. He will always be there for us to get back on the righteous path.
III. Tit. 3: 8 (Believed in God, maintain good works.)

· (Rom. 2:1-11)
IV. 1 Tim. 4: 8-9 (Godliness is profitable for all things.)

· Our body will perish, we should focus on spiritual things. Focus on the life which is to come.

· (1 Tim. 3:1)

· How do we maintain Godliness?

· (1 Tim. 4: 13, 15) (v. 16 – continue in them)

· (2 Tim. 2: 15, 16) Be diligent. Shun babblings.

· (2 Tim. 3: 16, 17) The scriptures are for us to use.

· We are all sinners. Jesus gave His life for us.

· Believe and be baptized into Him, put away old self.

· Endure, and remain faithful

· Maintain good works and Godliness.
