Why aren’t you a Christian? Reasons why some haven’t obeyed the gospel.
I. Aren’t aware of your corrupt state.
· Romans 3:23; 1 John 1:10
· You have sinned. You have earned death. You lie if you say otherwise.
· Romans 6:16, 20-23
· You are a slave to something that leads only to death. You are serving a master that cares nothing about you, and only wants you to perish.
II. There is no need to be a Christian. 
· John 3:3 – “Unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.”
· Mark 16:16 (You must believe and be baptized.)
· Why change what they have been doing? Why become a Christian?
· Acts 17:30-31
III. Afraid of lack of strength to finish the race.
· You don’t think you can finish once you start.
· I’m not strong enough!
· The expectation is not perfection after baptism. The expectation is striving for perfection. A constant renewal of our inward man. A transformation to be like Christ!
· “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” 1 John 1:9
· 2 Corinthians 12:7-11; Philippians 4:11-13 (talking about being content – this is necessary to please God); Ephesians 3:14-17 (We get our strength from God through His Spirit and the dwelling of Christ in our hearts!); 1 Corinthians 10:13 (He won’t give you anything you can’t handle.)
IV. You simply love the world too much.
· 1 John 2:15-17 (these things are fleeting; the things of God are eternal)
· Ecclesiastes 12
· Illustrating the feebleness of old age and eventual death. You can have a life full of worldly pleasures, but that life is going to fade away, and then what do you have left?
· Temporary pleasure and eternal anguish? Or temporary suffering (“I consider that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us” – Romans 8:18) and eternal rest? – 2 Thessalonians 1:6-10
