The Jealous Spirit
James 4:5
Introduction
· “He jealously desires the spirit He has made to dwell in us” – NASV
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Or “The Spirit which He has made to dwell in us lusts with envy.”
· The context is friendship with the world.
· These individuals were prideful and selfish. They only wanted to satisfy their worldly desires. They ask that they may “spend it on [their] pleasures.”
· The Spirit which dwells in us wants our full devotion.
· It doesn’t require temporary, or fragmented obedience, but complete obedience.

I. What role does the HS play?
· John 15:26 (The Helper given to the apostles) Help in what way?
· 1 Corinthians 2:11-12 (So we can know the things of God!) 
· 2 Timothy 3:16-17  2 Peter 1:16-21
II. How does the HS dwell in us?
· Does the HS dwell in us literally/mystically? Consider the following…
· Ephesians 3:14-19 – Is this talking about God and Christ literally being in us?
· V. 16 – “Spirit in the inner man” – Literal/mystical?
· “through faith” and “to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge” and “may be filled with all the fullness of God.”
· It is more than just knowing the facts. It is letting your life reflect them through obedience/good works!
· Galatians 2:17-21 (was Christ literally living in Paul? No! That’s absurd! “I live by faith in the Son of God”)
· The HS dwells in us through faith/obedience!
· Romans 8:9-17; 1 Corinthians 12:13 (obedience to the same Spirit)
III. We must submit ourselves wholly to His Spirit. It yearns jealously for us.
· “Or do you not think that the Scripture says in vain, “The Spirit who dwells in us yearns jealously?” – James 4:5
· This is not a quotation. The writer is saying this is the general teaching of the scripture. 
· Matthew 6:19-24 (Cannot serve two masters); Galatians 1:10 (Can’t seek to please both God and man.); 1 John 2:15-17; 3:4-9 (We cannot sin and still be pleasing to God); Galatians 5:16-26 (We are supposed to walk in the Spirit, not the flesh.)
