Flirting With Temptation 

1 Corinthians 10:13
I. God does not tempt us. (allows us to be tempted.) (1 Corinthians 10:13)
A. Job tempted by the devil. (Job 1:8-12)
a. “Do not lay a hand on his person.” (v. 12); “behold he is in your hand, but spare his life.” (2:6)

- Devil tempting Job to curse God.


B. God allowed it to test Job.

II. Temptation is of our own desires. (James 1:13-15) 


A. The flesh is weak. (Matthew 26:41) We have worldly desires. (1 John. 2:15-16) 


B. The old man has those desires and walks in them.  (Ephesians 2:1-3; 4:22-24)
III. Temptation is to be avoided by seeking righteous things.

(Matthew 26:41) “Watch and pray, lest you enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak." 
(Romans 12:9) “...Abhor what is evil. Cling to what is good.”

A. Contrast David and Joseph.

1. David had desire and inquired for it. (2 Samuel 11:2-4)
- David drew himself closer to sin.

2. Joseph fled from potential sin. (Genesis 39:11-12)
- Joseph ran away from sin.


B. We are to flee from sin as Joseph did. (2 Timothy 2:22) 

1. Flee sin, pursue righteousness.

- (James. 4:7-8) 

- Avoid fleshly lusts, work for fruit of the spirit. (Galatians 5:19-25)
2. Meditate on Godly things. (Philippians 4:8)
· Not meditation of Hinduism/Buddhism.

· Fill your mind with these things.
3. We are not immune to sin. (1 Corinthians 10:12) “Therefore let him who thinks he stands take heed lest he fall.”

· We reap what we sow. (Galatians 6:7-8)  

Conclusion

· Avoid questionable things.

· Avoid sin and unrighteous things. (Romans 6:12-14)
· Cling to righteous things. Cling to God.

· Do not flirt with temptation.

· (James 1:12) “Blessed is the man who endures temptation; for when he has been approved, he will receive the crown of life which the Lord has promised to those who love Him.”
