II. WHY PEOPLE THINK THEY CAN HIDE THEIR SINS.
  A. They Think God is Like a Man, Psa. 50:21. (Talks about God being the righteous judge. He will not forget the faithful, or the unfaithful. 50:16)
  B. They Fail to Remember that God is All-Knowing, Psa. 94:4-11. Heb. 4:13 “13 And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are naked and open to the eyes of Him to whom we must give account.” ; Psa. 139:7-12 (and omnipresent)
  C. They Think God will Forget their Sins, Psa. 10:11-13 (talking about the wicked). Psa. 147:5-6; Isa. 40:28
  D. They Think God Will Change His Mind About Sin, Hebrews 13:8-9a

III. WE MUST REPENT INSTEAD OF TRYING TO HIDE OUR SINS, Acts 17:30. “30 Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent”
  A. Confess Sin , James 5:16, 1 John 1:9.
  B. Need to Acknowledge our Sin when Confronted with it (as David did), Psa. 32:5; 51:3-4; 1 Jno. 1:7-9 “7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin. 8 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. 9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”; 2 Cor. 7:10.
  C. Must Humble Ourselves, Jas. 4:8-10.
