Saul’s Blind Sight
Acts 9:7-9
Introduction
1. When the Lord appeared to Saul on the road to Damascus, he lost his sight.
2. While Saul could not see physically, he was able to see things of which he was once unaware.
3. A misnomer is that Saul was saved on the road, however, his countenance and the things he saw while blind speak otherwise.
4. These things speak volumes about his character, and are examples we should hold in our heart. 
What Saul saw when blind…
I. That He Was A Sinner
· 1 Timothy 1:15
· Saul was ashamed of the sin he had committed. 
· There is a necessity to humble ourselves, and confess our sins. Without that recognition, we cannot be forgiven (cf. 1 John 1:8-9).
· Romans 3:21-23
· The sooner one realizes that he is in need of God’s grace the sooner he can fix the problem of sin in his life.
· The tax collector was justified, not the arrogant Pharisee (cf. Luke 18:10-14).
II. That His Religion was Wrong
· Galatians 1:11-14
· There is a stark contrast with Paul’s former conduct and his current conduct.
· He recognized that even though he was confident in his religion, that it was not from God, so it couldn’t pertain to life.
III. That Conscience Wasn’t a Safe Guide
· Acts 23:1
· Paul in front of the Sanhedrin.
· When he was persecuting Christians, he was ironically doing it to glorify God.
· 1 Timothy 4:1-2
· When a conscience is seared it does not feel guilt for what is wrong.
· The Gentiles were “past feeling” (cf. Ephesians 4:17-19).
IV. That There is No Disgrace in Changing When Wrong
· Acts 9:5-6
· Saul immediately recognized the voice as coming from God. He called Him Lord.
· He knew he was wrong and asked what to do to change.
· Galatians 1:14-17
· Paul was of great importance in the spreading of the gospel.
· There was no disgrace in changing, because he was changing to please God!
