I. All Power (Authority)
· Ephesians 1:22-23
· As head, Christ controls the body. We do not have the responsibility to determine what the body is about, and does. We simply follow the Head’s commands.
· Hebrews 1:1-2
· In our evangelizing we must know what to speak. God has given us the ability to know His will through His Son.
· 1 Peter 4:11
· We must only speak as God speaks. This leaves no alternative. 
· This can be either comforting, or troubling, depending on whether you love the truth.
II. Teach All Nations
· Ephesians 2:14-16
· The separation that existed, God has destroyed. We must be impartial as well.
· Acts 1:8
· The apostles were to hold the gospel from no one. We are expected to act the same.
· Colossians 1:21-23
· Christ died for all of mankind. We did not earn salvation, we simply obeyed and received grace/mercy. We must give that opportunity to all people as Paul did.
III. All Things I Commanded You
· Matthew 5:17-19
· Contrary to false doctrine, Christ did not rebel against the Old Law. He fulfilled it by doing God’s will.
· 7:21-23
· Christ could not expect to please God by disobedience. We cannot either.
· We must practice what we preach, and preach complete obedience!
· 7:24
· Those who obey God are wise, those who don’t are fools.
IV. I Am With You Always
· 1 Corinthians 10:13
· God cares for His people and will not forsake them by giving them an impossibility.
· John 10:11-15
· Jesus continually safeguards us from the evil one. However, we must understand He accomplishes such through His revealed truth.
· Romans 8:37-39
