


The Language of the Prayer

Imperative — telling (pleading with) God to do something.
Third Person — implying others, i.e. God is acting In
response to the prayer through others, namely, those
offering the prayer.

Comparative — “On earth as it is in heaven” — a prayer for
realities in heaven to be present on earth.
